Presence of interrupted dark green streaks along the secondary
veins of the lamina or midrib of the petiole. Leaves become
bunched together to form a rosette or bunchy top. Eradication
of diseased plants essential. The aphid vector should be
controlled by spraying Dimethoate 30EC (1.5 ML/L)
